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BOOZY BAKED MEATBALLS

3 tablespoons olive oil

1 red onion, finely chopped

5009 (1 Ib 2 0z) lamb mince

509 (2 0z) fresh breadcrumbs
Bunch flat -leaf parsley, chopped
2 garlic cloves, finely chopped
700ml (1.1/4 pints) passata

1 large glass red wine

2 tablespoons fresh oregano, chopped
1 tablespoon red wine vinegar

1 teaspoon caster sugar

50g (2 0z) Parmesan, grated

Method

Heat one tablespoon of the olive oil in a large
frying pan. Add the red onion and gently fry
for 5 minutes until softened. Set the pan
aside and allow the onion to cool.

Put the mince in a bowl and add the bread-
crumbs, chopped parsley (reserve some for
the garnish) and the cooled onion. Season
and mix together with your hands. Shape
into small meatballs and chill until needed.
Heat one tablespoon of the olive oil and gen-
tly fry the garlic for 30 seconds. Add the pas-
sata and red wine, and bring to a simmer.
Add the oregano, vinegar and sugar, then
season well and simmer for around 10 min-
utes.

Meanwhile, heat the remaining oil in another
pan and fry the meatballs for 5 minutes until
they are brown all over. Remove, add to the
tomato sauce and cook for a further 10 to 15
minutes. Serve sprinkled with the Parmesan,
remaining parsley and pasta.

Serves 4

Note:

It is important to brown the meatballs before
adding them to the sauce so they get a crust
on them, which will stop them going soggy.
Even though this recipe contains a generous
amount of wine, this dish is suitable for chil-

dren because the alcohol reduces and leaves a

delicious fruity flavour.

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CARROT AND BANANA CAKE

200 ml groundnut oil

2509 golden caster sugar

3 medium eggs, separated
3 tablespoons milk

100g grated raw carrot

2 ripe mashed bananas
300g plain flour

1 tablespoon baking powder
Half teaspoon ground ginger
Half teaspoon ground cinnamon
50g finely chopped walnuts

Frosting

180g unsalted butter, softened
150g icing sugar, sifted

450g cream cheese

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Mini marshmallows to decorate

Method

Preheat the oven to 190C/170 fan/Gas 5.
Butter 2 x 20cm loose -bottom cake tins at
least 5 cm deep. Line the bases with baking
paper and butter this too.

Whisk the oil and caster sugar in a large
bowl, then whisk in the egg yolks and milk,
and fold in the carrot and banana. Siftin the
flour and baking powder and stir in, followed
by the spices and walnuts.

In another bowl, whisk the egg whites until
stiff, then fold into the cake mixture in two
goes. Divide evenly between the cake tins
and level. Bake for 30 -40 minutes until
shrinking from the sides and a skewer in-
serted at the centre comes out clean. Run a
knife around the edge of the cakes and leave
to cool in the tin, then turn the cakes out and
remove the paper.

For the frosting, cream the butter and icing
sugar in a food processor until smooth.
Transfer to a large bowl then fold in the
cream cheese and vanilla extract until
blended and smooth.

Spread one of the cakes with about a quarter
of the frosting, sandwich with the other and
use the remaining frosting to coat the top
and sides. Decorate with baby marshmal-
lows and place in the fridge to set for about
an hour.
